Hurricane Tke may have
destroyed the Lighthouse
Christian Ministries (LCM)
building, but construction of
a grand, 9,500 square foot
building -almost ten times
the size of the very first loca-
tion-on the one-year anniver-
sary of the storm has begun,
thanks to overwhelming sup-
port.

In September, the bulldoz-
ers arrived to begin construc-
tion of LCM’s two-story new
home, which will include the
resale shop, a medical clinic,
a larger food pantry, a coun-
seling area and a multi-
purpose room.

A year after the devasta-
tion, LCM is surprised and
grateful for the progress
they've made in coming back
from Ike, the costliest natural
disaster in Texas history.

Paul sums it up best in Ephe-
sians when he said, "Now to
him who is able to do immeas-
urably more than all we ask or
imagine". God is continuing
to heap blessings upon the
ministry and the fundraising
effort for this new building.

LCM staff is avail-
able to meet with clients and
the food pantry is open at this
location during the week.

The new two-story commu-
nity center is expected to be
complete by December and
will sit in the same place as
the old one.
